To parents::

This page lets you know what your child learned today in Sunday School. Included are "Words to
Remember" from the Bible, a suggested activity to reinforce the lesson, and a short prayer. Being
involved and interacting with your child can be very rewarding for both of you.

What We Learned:

Today, we learned about King Herod and the part he played in the Christmas story. He
had an opportunity to honor Jesus but instead his jealously made him fear and hate
Jesus. He spent the remaining days of his life trying to seek our Jesus only to try and kill
him. There will be people that we encounter in our lives that work hard to make sure
Jesus does not get the celebration He deserves at Christmas. They will try to remove
His name and replace it with silly earthly distractions. Or, we may encounter people that
fear or hate us because we believe in Jesus. We want to rest in the fact that if we follow
God we are “more than conquerors” and nothing can separate us from Jesus. We can
also be assured that God will provide for us in great times of need like He did with Mary
and Joseph in Egypt. (Scriptures used: Matthew 2:1-21)

Words to Remember:
