To parents:
This page lets you know what your child learned today in Sunday School. Included are "Words to
Remember" from the Bible, a suggested activity to reinforce the lesson, and a short prayer. Being
involved and interacting with your child can be very rewarding for both of you.

What We Learned:

We've learned that the Bible teaches us that what we say and what we do should show
others that we believe in Jesus. But what about the times when we don't feel like being
nice or showing love? Why does the Bible tell us to follow Jesus’ example anyway?
Today’s lesson taught us that following Jesus sometimes means giving up what we want
so that others can have the chance to believe in Him too. And we follow Jesus’ example
because He loves us and died for us. When we choose to obey God, even when it is hard,
and we don't feel like obeying Him, we will grow to know more about Him. (Scriptures
used: Colossians 3:12-17)

Words to Remember:
(Bible versions used are selected to help young children learn and understand the
meaning of scripture.)

“And whatever you do, whether in word or deed, do it all in the name of the Lord
Jesus.” Colossians 3:17a

Write the verse in big letters on a poster board. Then cut the poster into 12-20 jigsaw
pieces to make a puzzle. Read the verse and show your child where it is found in the
Bible. Next, ask your child to work with you to put the puzzle back together. Read the
verse again and emphasize that no matter what we do, we should do it for Jesus!

Suggested Parent/Child Activity:

Help your child with a task he or she doesn'’t like. Encourage him or her to think about
serving God and being thankful even when they don’t like what they are doing because it
shows that they love God. Use an example from your own life (such as doing chores or
going to work) and explain what there is to be thankful for (having a house to clean or
having a job that pays for expenses). Emphasize that there are many things in life we
don’t prefer, but having a thankful heart is something we can choose every single day.
Also, choosing to be thankful will show others that we love Jesus!

Daily Prayer:
Thank You, God, for giving us the best example through Jesus Christ! Help us make the
choice to love even when we don’t feel like it. And help us tell others about You. Amen.
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
