写给父母：
这张反馈单让您知悉您的孩子今天在主日学所学的内容。包含“牢记神的话语”，一个建议的活动来巩固课程内容，

还有一个简短的祷告。参与以上内容，并和孩子交流，对您和孩子都会非常有益。

所学内容：
今天，孩子们学习了关于一位名叫喇合的女子。她帮助了约书亚派去侦察那地的探子。喇
合用行动表明了她的立场，也显明了她忠于谁。她是在为约书亚军队的到来作准备。就像
喇合一样，我们外在的行为比言语更有力量，能够显明我们真正相信什么，以及我们忠于
谁。（经文：约书亚记 2:1-24）

牢记神的话语：

亲爱的孩子们，我们相爱，不要只在言语和舌头上，总要在行为和诚实上。-约翰一书 
3:18

建议家长在这一周中多与孩子练习几次这节经文，帮助他们牢记，并加深今天课堂中所学
的内容。

建议的亲子活动：
向孩子解释：“行动胜于言语”。例如：对生病的人说“希望你快点好”是一件好事，但如果
能为他祷告，甚至后来送上一顿热饭，那就更好了。请孩子列出一些可以把“话变成行动”
的方式，去帮助别人。例如：
• 在教会帮忙
• 为食物银行收集罐头
• 帮邻居整理院子
• 打电话关心教会中的长者

每天的祷告： 
亲爱的主，感谢祢赐给我们帮助他人的能力。感谢祢让我们明白：我们的行为能向别人显
明我们所相信的，以及我们所忠于的。愿我们常常记得，行动胜过言语，也愿我们的行为
总是讨祢喜悦。阿们。

To parents:
This page lets you know what your child learned today in Sunday School. Included are "Words to 
Remember" from the Bible, a suggested activity to reinforce the lesson, and a short prayer. Being 

involved and interacting with your child can be very rewarding for both of you.

What We Learned:
In today's lesson children learned about a woman named Rahab. A woman who helped 
the spies that Joshua had sent to look over the land. Rahab took action and displayed 
outward evidence of where her loyalties lay. Rahab was preparing for the return of 
Joshua's army. Like Rahab our outward actions speak louder than words, demonstrate 
what we believe, and show to whom we are devoted. (Scripture used: Joshua 2:1-24)

Memory Verse:

"Dear children, let us not love with words or speech but with actions and in 
truth." 1 John 3:18 NIV

Practice this verse several times with your child during the week. This will help him or 
her remember the verse and it will also help to reinforce what he or she learned during 
class.

Suggested Parent/Child Activity:
Explain to your child that actions speak louder than words. It is one thing to tell a sick person 
that you hope he or she gets better, but it is even better to pray with him or her and then later 
bring the sick person a hot meal. Have your child make a list of ways he or she can put his or 
her words into action by helping others. Some ideas include: Helping out around church, 
collecting canned goods for a food pantry, helping neighbors with yard work, making phone 
calls to check on elderly members of the church.

Daily Prayer:
Dear Lord, thank You for giving us the ability to help others. Thank You for helping us 
understand that our outward actions demonstrate to others what we believe and to whom 
we are devoted. May we always remember that our actions speak louder than words and 
may our actions always make You happy. Amen.
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
