To parents:
This page lets you know what your child learned today in Sunday School. Included are "Words to
Remember" from the Bible, a suggested activity to reinforce the lesson, and a short prayer. Being
involved and interacting with your child can be very rewarding for both of you.

What We Learned:

Jesus taught His friends, the disciples, to pray with “The Lord’s Prayer.” It’s
important to be respectful and pray for the right reasons, but do we believe God will
answer every prayer? Today we learned God will answer our prayers because He
loves us, and His word is true. And believing God doesn’t mean we give up when
He doesn’t answer our prayers the way we like — it means trusting that His plan is
perfect. And because we know God is perfect and holy, our belief that He has the
power to do anything shows Him that we love and trust Him. (Scriptures used: Luke
11:1-4, Mark 11:22-25)

Words to Remember:

“Therefore | tell you, whatever you ask for in prayer, believe that you have
received it, and it will be yours.” Mark 11:22:24 NIV

Read the verse to your child. Then pass a bean bag back and forth (or a rolled-up
pair of socks) while you sing a song together. When the song is finished, ask your
child to repeat the verse after you, phrase by phrase. Continue this activity until
he or she becomes familiar with the verse.

Suggested Parent/Child Activity:

Gather a few objects around the house and test to see if they can fly. Suggestions
include a frisbee, toy car, paper airplane, etc. Help your child understand that while
this is a fun activity, we never have to “test’” God to see if He will answer our
prayers! The Bible tells us that we can believe God will always answer our prayers,
even if we don’t get the answer we would like. In other words, we can believe that
whatever we request of God will definitely “fly!”

Daily Prayer:

Thank You, God, for teaching us to pray and believe You will answer our prayers!
Please help us believe You even when it is hard. And thank You for Jesus who died
on the cross and paid for our sins. Amen.
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
