To parents:
This page lets you know what your child learned today in Sunday School. Included are "Words to
Remember" from the Bible, a suggested activity to reinforce the lesson, and a short prayer. Being
involved and interacting with your child can be very rewarding for both of you.

What We Learned:

In today's lesson we saw that God blesses the righteous. We also saw how our actions
can speak louder than words. As Christians, we should be gracious to others, not self
serving or greedy. The class learned that the word righteous means to behave morally,
honoring God with the way we live.

Memory Verse:

Practice this verse several times with your child during the week. This will not only help
your child remember the verse, but it will also help reinforce the lessons learned in
class. Discuss how your righteousness can bless your child.

Suggested Parent/Child Activity:

During the next week take time to point out the righteous actions you see in others. How could
these actions bless the person's family and friends. You may also want to point out those
situations when you find people being self-centered. Discuss how these self centered actions may
affect the person's family or friends. Remember to take notice of your own actions this week as
well.
