To parents:
This page lets you know what your child learned today in Sunday School. Included are "Words to
Remember" from the Bible, a suggested activity to reinforce the lesson, and a short prayer. Being
involved and interacting with your child can be very rewarding for both of you.

What We Learned:

Today, the children learned about Jesus walking on water. Children saw that it may not
always be easy to recognize the Lord in the middle of life's storms; however, Jesus is
always there for us, willing to reach out and save us when we cry out for help. None of us
has been asked to walk on water, but there will be times in life when our faith is tested.
Life will not always be easy. We need to let our faith in God help keep us afloat during the
difficult periods in our life. What cool things could we do, if we trusted Jesus enough to
step out of our boat, out of our comfort zone as Peter did in today's lesson? (Scripture
used: Matthew 14:22-33)

Words to Remember:

"And without faith it is impossible to please God, because anyone who comes to
him must believe that he exists and that he rewards those who earnestly seek
him." Hebrews 11:6 NIV

Practice this verse several times with your child during the week. This will not only help
them remember the verse, but it will also help to reinforce what they learned during
class.

Suggested Parent/Child Activity:

Explain that taking on new tasks and stepping out of our comfort zones may not always be easy,
but doing so helps us grow and mature. Help your child take on a project that will stretch him or
her physically, spiritually or both. Pray throughout the project that the Lord gives you the strength
to finish the project. Even an uncompleted attempt will be beneficial, just as Peter's attempts to
walk on water fell short, he did learn that he could trust God.

Daily Prayer:

Dear Lord, although we may never be asked to try to walk on water, help us apply these
scriptures to our lives today. Help us step out of our comfort zone and trust You, as our
faith is tested by life's storms. Amen.
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
