To parents:
This page lets you know what your child learned today in Sunday School. Included are "Words to
Remember" from the Bible, a suggested activity to reinforce the lesson, and a short prayer. Being
involved and interacting with your child can be very rewarding for both of you.

What We Learned:

Today we talked about praising God through prayer. Also, we heard an example
from King David who wrote a Psalm, or song, and praised God for His great love.
Jesus and King David both gave us examples of praising God and showing respect
when we pray. Praising God means we thank Him for being perfect, powerful, and
loving. And we know God will answer our prayers because of His great love (as
shown through the death and resurrection of Jesus)! No matter what we pray for,
we can trust that God hears us and wants what’s best for us. (Scriptures used: Luke
11:1-2, Psalm 5:1-7)

Words to Remember:

“In reverence | bow down toward Your holy temple.” Psalm 5:7b NIV

Read the verse to your child. Next, while sitting at a table, say the first word of the
verse and then roll a ball to him or her. Your child will repeat the word and roll the
ball back to you. Next, say the second word and roll the ball again. Continue the
activity until all the words have been repeated.

Suggested Parent/Child Activity:

Using the “Praise Handout” given to your child at the end of class, review with him
or her how to praise God through prayer. The symbols mean the following: Heart
(love): God loves us. Crown (king): God is our King. Cross (Jesus): God made a
way for us to be with Him by sending Jesus to die for our sins. Shield (protector):
God protects us. Fruit (provider): God gives us what we need. Use the symbols as
an aide and praise God together through prayer.

Daily Prayer:

Thank You, God, for giving us an example through King David and teaching us to
praise God when we pray! Thank You for Jesus’ death on the cross that paid for
our sins. Amen.
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
